Cooking to the thundering echo of NASCAR class stock cars, the whop-whop-
whop-whop of aViethamWar surplusHuey helicopter, 272 registered cookscompetedfor
thetitleof TexasMen’ sState Chili Champion at the TexasM otor Speedway in Fort Worth
onMarch 8. Thethirty-fourth annual State Championship washeld on abeautiful spring
day on the speedway’ smassiveinfield. The competition offered thefirst fivefinishersa
bidto Terlinguain November, and Texanstook all five bids. Chuck Taylor of Cedar Park
wontop honors. John Perry of Fort Worthwas second. Followingindescending order were
JmTaylor of Alvarado, Roy Huston of WichitaFalls, and Wyatt Smith of Clear Lake Shores.
The Booze Brothers out of Graham, who were led by Bill Lester, took the showmanship
honor. DougHill travel ed halfway acrossAmerica, all theway from Odessa, to capturethe
People's Choice award. Beautiful hand-made, stained-glass trophies were awarded
through Twentieth Placein Chili, Fifth Placein Showmanshipand Third Placein People's
Choice.

Thiswas the third year the two Grapevine Chapters of the American Business
Clubswerethesponsoring charities. AMBUCS spendtheir resourcesand energy working
to create opportunities for independence for people with disabilities.

Much of the proceeds of their fundraisers go toward providing their therapeutic
tricycles, called AmTrykes, for children who have crippling diseaseslike spinabifidaand
muscular dystrophy. TheAmTrykeisdesigned to be peddled withthehandsor feet or both.
So children whoselegsdon’'t work right can still gain mobility and mainstream play. The
cost isover $400 each and for many familieswho struggle with the endlessmedical bills,
suchanitemisunobtainable. AMBUCSprovidean AmTryke, at nocost, toany childwhose
physical therapist recommendsit. They use events like the chili cookoff to make public
presentations in order to create widespread awareness of the therapeutic tool and its
availability to children who it can benefit.

A child received one at the cookoff and all who withessed the child’ s delight at
going mobile understood the importance of the AMBUCS efforts.

Themany veteransof theVietham War were surprised by thearrival and landing
of a surplus Huey helicopter. This one had just completed a one-year tour of veteran
memorials and reunions throughout the south that was filmed for a documentary on the
Huey and itsroll and meaningto veterans. Thefilmcalled, “Inthe Shadow of the Blade.”
will beready toreleaseintimefor Veterans' Day nextfall. Chili CooksJohnny Sullivan, Bill
Cook and David Sextonall servedinVietnam. Mr. Sullivan pil oted 156 missionsin Hueys
and earned apurple heart during hisservice. Mr. Cook served asamechanic onthem. He
said it was so realistic and memory provoking, that if they had the 60 cal. machineguns
mounted, every Vietnam veteran at the speedway would havehit thedeck whenit flew over.

Whilethe Speedway wasagreat venueand all who cameenjoyedit, it wasmuch
bigger than necessary andthe AMBUCSexpect tomovetheMen’ s Stateback to Grapevine
in2004.

Maybe they just know the Chili
Cooksareintown and they just al leavefor acouple of weeks. Anyway, our CASI crew
will al so bechecking outthe CA Sl groundsto seewhat needsto belooked after. Sincethose
of usthat never see the property but once ayear think or feel that nothing happensto the
land over theremaining part of theyear, thereareagreat deal of thoseindividualsthat feel
that “why should | worry, it will bethere next year.” “1’m going out there again thisyear
justlikel didlastyear,and!’ll dojustwhat | damnwell please, anditwill just heal itself over
theyear whilel amgone.”
