The time has come to begin thinking about
rules changes. In the next few days, I’ll be sending letters to all Great Peppers
asking them to consider rules change proposals for consideration at the Great
Peppers’ Meeting in San Angelo. This is a process that takes place every three
years.

Discussions will be taking place, at your Pod meetings, that might lead to
suggestions that will add clarity and consistency to existing rules, rules to address
new circumstances, or removal of items that are no longer relevant. Please be sure
to attend those meetings and let your voice be heard.

From our point of view, the CASI rulebook has provided an effective
framework to guide promoters and cookoff officials as they go about their duties.
Conscientious officials have been able to use the rulebook, combined with common
sense, to effectively handle all situations.

Of course, there have been problems. 1’m not saying that everything has
been perfect during this past year. However, the problems we have encountered
have been caused by poor knowledge of the rules and procedures rather than
anyone intentionally breaking the rules. 1do believe the bulk of our rulebook causes
some people to rely on talk they hear at cookoffs for their knowledge of the rules
instead of their own study. We need to make it easier to use.

| hope that this year the rules change process can bring about ways to
simplify the rulebook to make it more accessible. We depend on our officials and
volunteers to have accurate understanding of the rules so they can be applied
appropriately.

Overtheyears, many times, spectators have been heard to complain of chili not
being ready for tasting at noon. There used to be signs on some cook’s stoves
(includingmine) thatread “Chili Ain’tReady Yet.”These spectators probably will
notgotothe nextcook off inthatarea. We may have lost some of them forever.
Itisnotunreasonable to think spectators expectto taste chiliatachili cook off.
Ifthe spectators have seen good showmanship or beenasked to judge, my guess
is, they will come back again. Inthe “Old Days,” most chili cooks used acheaper
cutofmeat (brisket) and had a4 or more hour recipe, thusa2 or 3pmturn-intime.
Now, chili cooks use a much better cut of meat and have a 2 hour recipe. My
suggestion is for cookoff promoterstohavea 12 or 1 pmturn-inandtrytolure
spectators back with chilisamples. Thisismy suggestion. Thank you for reading
and consideringthis.

Sowhere
are we? Well, we’ve discussed various and sundry culinary cooking techniques
from two States - the State on my left and the State on my right. | figured that if
| was going any further in my intense investigative fact gathering, 1’d needed to
examine the subtle nuances that can only manifest themselves at a really big cook
off. Pudge (my dog) and | discussed at length what cook off to attend. The decision
making process surrounding which cook off to attend was tedious at best. Pudge
justcouldn’t get the “hang” of a decision making tree and the consumption of adult
beverages muddled thingssignificantly. Sowe simply opened up the Trailsand the
GGG, closed our eyes (I think Pudge cheated here) and each selected an event with
our fingers (her paw). As things turned out, we both selected the 35" Anniversary
Texas Ladies State Chili Championship. Pudge summarily dispatched me toaplace
called Sequin, Texas with a free plane ticket and $10.00 spending money.

It kinda made me wonder where the little “kiddy
leashes” were? | know there’s some connection between champion caliber chili
and the pink and blue apparel but after pondering hard and intense deliberations with
Pudge, I’'matalosstoexplainit. Forthis, | apologize. Soyou’ll know, my shirtwas
a very nondescript beige as was my ball cap. After all, | was under cover.

After standing around for a short period of time, it occurred to me thatall the Ladies
were hustling and bustling around the grounds sorta like kids at a State fair checking
outall the rides. I mean to tell you, these ladies were moving and they were giving
each other little gifts and knick-knacks. I wastold by my “under cover” companion
that this was traditional and simply a nice thing to do. My consultant’s explanation
had a hidden meaning and | think I’ve figured it out. Bare in mind this is a major
championship and only the very best of the very best cook there. As we all know,
cooking chiliisas much about one’s frame of mind as it is about the ingredients that
we use. Exchanging gifts provides for a calming and jovial atmosphere and
prepares the competitor for the grueling competition of the day. Thisisareally neat
trick and we should all add this to our list of necessary things to do if we’re gonna
cook championship chili. Personally, I’m thinking about gathering up a bunch of
stuff lying around the shop and spray painting those things fancy colors. 1I’ll hand
them out and we’ll all feel better. If we all feel better, we’ll cook better. Makes
sense, huh? Forget the adult beverages.

The next thing I noticed was that all the ladies had pink hats and pink boas. Pudge
and | had noticed in the CHN that pink hats and pink boas were a mandatory
requirement for all competitors participating in this event. We pretty much
understood the hatand the color pink. We all know that a strand of hair in your chili
can spoil your best recipe and, by and large, we all wear some kind of head gear.
Until this point, I’d never given this much thought to head gear as this makes perfect
sense. I’ll discuss the hatsat length later in thiswriting. The eventwasan “all girls”
eventand inmy mind pink is most normally associated with babies, girls, and Easter
eggs.

If you can’t risk
personal injury and floating feathers, just pack it up because you can’t cook
championship chili. I have concluded that I’m gonna go out and find one of those
big, fat nylon ties that used to exist in the ‘60s and wear it the next time | cook. |
might dribble a little lighter fluid on it too. 1’m sure this tactic will intimidate my
competition into nonchalance and I’ll easily garnish those coveted “points”. Yup,
add this tactic to your bag of tricks. | know it works because the Lady that won
this event wore a boa.

Before I goany further, I’d like to remind you that | gleaned this data from the events
and observations | made while attending avery large, very prominent, championship
chili cook off with a couple of hundred champion cooks in attendance. 1’m talking
TICC Champions too! Several of them. As hard as you may find these facts to
believe, these are the facts. 1ain’t kid’n here!

Now then the hats. Have you ever seen the Texas tourism commercial on
television? It’s the one that describes Texas as a “whole other country”. Well, the
hats were from a “whole other country” too. Yup, they were pink. The hats these
ladies wore weren’t your run of the mill hats. They were big, pink, some were
comical, most were decorative, undoubtedly very heavy, and probably incredibly
hot and uncomfortable to wear. Think with me here please because I really want
you to envision what | thought | saw. Imagine head wear the size of one that a
Vargas showgirl might wear. Now envision the picture of awoman you might see

inthe National Geographic magazine that’s balanced a large, heavy, five gallon clay
jar of water on her head and is off trekking in the desert. Meld these two visions
together in your mind. Got it? Okay now, temper the combined vision with your
recollection of the Granny Clampett character from the old Beverly Hillbillies
television show. If you can do this and then hold this vision in your mind, you’ll
understand what I’m about to tell you. | know, it’s almost too hard to believe, huh?

Yup, sharing a
cocktail provides a calming sense of euphoria, aides in expanding one’s thought
processes, and releases one’s creative abilities such that they can flourish. | did
note, however, that the sparkle in the competitors’ eyes heightened, some to the
point that | thought I noted what could be described as bolts of lightening but I
attributed that to the individual spirit. | didn’t learn much about cooking a
championship pot of chili but I did get to open a bottle of champagne. After giving
it some thought, I think this was absolutely the first time in my life I’d ever opened
a bottle of champagne. What an experience.

Folks, this is about all I can tell you for now. Be advised that there’s more to
preparing and cooking a championship winning pot of chili than the simple
mechanics of a recipe or the novelty of cooking paraphernalia. Attitude, personal
presentation, and individual posturing also play importantroles in the overall scheme
of things. So long for now. Please be good to yourselves and God Bless each and
every one of you!
